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Loyal, Loved and Licked - One
Foster Paw Family Legacy

Trisha Schuler stopped atthe Adop-
tion Center one afternoon to ask how
she could help and soitbegan. Her fam-
ily’s passion for puppy breath was the
perfect fit for our Foster Paw Program.
As abandoned or unwanted puppies
arrived at the facility the Schuler’swere
only a phone call away.

Out of the facility full of loud noises
and dangerous germs our puppies
found loyal friends who cared for them
day and night. Each puppy showered
withloveto ensure they growinto happy
and healthy forever friends. The time
seems to fly by no matter the length of
their stay. For some it is two weeks for

others it can be six weeks.

Then the day arrives for a baby
to return to the Adoption Center to
meet their Forever Family. The whole
Schuller family arrives with arms full of
fat, kissy, and self-confident puppies.
Personalities and stories are shared
with the staff to help their new families
understand each one’s special traits. As
each onesays goodbye theyarelavishly
licked in the truest expression puppies
can give to communicate.“Thankyou!”
They slobberfor caring; cuddling, teach-
ing, and making us feel safe, important
and loved.

A Ride of a Lifetime

Some call it the “Underdog Rail-
road.” A documentary by Bonnie Silva
calls it “Fifteen Legs.”

Those of us involved in it just call it
giving the animal a chance at a better
life. Itis the world of pet transport and
it goes on in almost every part of the
country on a weekly basis. An animal
inneed, usuallyin one of the thousands
of shelters across the United States, is
transported to a better life, either to a
rescue or theirforeverhome, by a group
of volunteers. These volunteers give
of their time, their vehicle, and fuel
expense, to help these lost souls find
a second chance in another part of the
state, or in many cases, another part of
the country.

The Humane Society of the United
States estimates six to eight million
animals find their way to shelters each
year. With the humane revolution,
many animal shelters are working
toward finding ways to save lives, in-
stead of simply euthanizing for space.
These shelters, commonly referred to
as “no-kill” or “low-kill”, work with
foster homes and rescue groups to
place animals thatin the pastwould not
have had a second chance at life. With
internet, email and texting, networking
on behalf of these animals is simple,
as long as a connection and volunteers
are available. This group of dedicated
people continues tosearch for available
rescues and, at times, forever homes,
until a suitable one is found. Once in
place, transportation is needed to en-
sure safe travel to his or her destination.
Withluck, atransportation coordinator
is found and the planning begins. The
tripisbroken downinto“legs”, ranging
anywhere from 60 miles to 200 miles,

with planned stops in between. These
connections, or “hand-offs”, are timed
to ensure a potty breaks and exercise,
for both driver and passenger. The
longer the trip, the more legs there are
to fill with volunteers.

One of the most memorable trans-
ports for me took place about a week
before Christmas. A woman and her
children were travelling through Ne-
braska on their way to Chicago when
their car broke down. Help was avail-
able throughlocal charities for the fam-
ily, but their three dogs had to be left
behind. The Central Nebraska Humane
Society took the dogsin while transport
was set up for their trip home. With the
help from a couple of other volunteers
and connections, and several days of
planning, the trip was broken downinto
sixlegs (600 miles). While we struggled
with the connections from Davenport,
IA into Joliet, IL, we were able to draw
ona contactwe made from a conference
we attended. Paws Chicago, Chicago’s
largest No Kill humane organization,
was contacted and a volunteer from
their adoption center came forward to
drive the last legs, from Davenport, IA
to Joliet, IL, to meet up with the dogs’
owners. So, sixlegs, sixseparate drivers
and six hundred miles later, all three
dogs were home for the holidays.

There are wonderful people all over
the country doing wonderful things on
behalf of the animals. Whether it be
donating time or donating a ride, the
world of pet transport is fulfilling for
all involved.

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CNHS launches
“Meet Your Match” Program

Meet Your Match (MYM) is a multifaceted
approach that determines a foundation for
adopters to select the right cat or dog for
their family. Each cat and dog are assessed
on behavior before moving to the adoption
floors and a basic health exam. “MYM” was
developed throughthe ASPCA/Iams Lifelong
Friends Grant which started at the Kansas
Humane Society with successful results. Many
returns occur within the first month of adop-
tionsforreasons of size, too active, or not what
I'was looking for because they choose a breed
or color they liked. Using the program the
adopter will focus on the behavior traits that
meet their lifestyle and expectations.

The tests are given only to the cats and

dogs that are six months of age and older.
Based on the response to that activity a score
is determined, a total score is given at the end
of all the activities. The categories are divided
into colors of purple, orange and green and
then placed of the kennels for adopters.

Adoptersalso completeasurveyof 18 ques-
tions to help them focus on which matches will
fitinto the family and their lifestyle. Adopters
complete the survey which is available on
Central Nebraska Humane Society’s website
or at the Adoption Center before selecting
a pet. Adopters can spend time in the Get
Acquainted room, in the play areas or go for
walks with their family and their pets.
